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Track Day Superbikes and Video VBOX 

The first weekend in March saw superbike riders 
using VIDEO VBOX for the first time. At a track day on 
Silverstone Circuit, Video VBOX was used to log 
speed, track position, g-forces, and lap-times on a 
Honda Fireblade RRY (ridden by Mike Broadbent, 
sales manager at RACELOGIC), and an Aprilia RSVR.  
RPM and Throttle Angle were also logged using the 
CAN output from the Aprilia. As the Honda Fireblade 
has no CAN output, a Mini Input Module was fitted to 
the analogue and frequency signals on the ECU 
connection of the Honda, which enabled RPM and 
Throttle angle to be logged, as shown in the 
screenshot.  The great video added value to the event 
and showed why VIDEO VBOX is becoming so popular 
with track day organisers. You can see the video of 
Mike’s best lap on the Fireblade here.
